Student Dismissal and Transportation 

At Hynes School, we have developed practices for student dis-

missal which ensure our childrenôs safety. 

 

At registration, parents were asked to indicate the after school 

transportation arrangements for each child: bus transportation, 

parent pick-up, or Hynes Day Care.  Any change in the ar-

rangement you indicated must be made in writing with Mrs. 

Tsaggaris. We ask that you not make frequent changes to these 

arrangements, as it is difficult for the bus drivers, teachers and 

office staff to monitor. 

 

In addition, if you pick you child up after school, please make 

sure your child tells the teacher of your presence, before he 

or she leaves with you. This allows us to verify that your child 

was picked up, and only by the appropriate person. Your child 

will not be released to anyone other than you or your designees 

without written authorization from you. 

 

Your cooperation in following these practices is greatly appre-

ciated.  
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Absence Call-In  

If your child will be absent or tardy, please call the 

automated attendant before 8:00 am and leave the childôs name, 

grade, and reason for absence. The attendance number for Hynes 

School is 965-4500 and press #2. You should not leave the absence 

call on a teacherôs voice mail, because if the teacher is not at school 

that day we cannot retrieve the message. 

 

Upon returning to school, the child should bring a note to his/her 

teacher explaining the reason for absence. In certain circumstances, a 

physicianôs note is required before a student returns to school. Please 

refer to the Parent/Student Handbook, page 25, for more information. 

 

When a parent has advance knowledge of a studentôs extended ab-

sence, a note stating the specific dates of the absence and the  reason 

for the absence should be sent to the office. When the note is on file, 

the parent need not call in every day to report the absence. 

 

Student illness or a family emergency requiring the childôs pres-

ence at home are the only approved reasons for absence. In or-

der for your child to be eligible for promotion to the next grade 

level, Board Policy requires minimum attendance of 140 days 

per year, unless extenuating circumstances occur. 

 

 

Vision and Hearing Screening 

 

Vision and Hearing Screening will take place dur-

ing the next several months. District 67 offers this 

screening yearly which is advantageous in the 

early detection of any problems. If your child does 

not pass the initial screening, a re-screening will 

be given to confirm the results. If your child does not pass the re-

screening, the screening results will be sent home to you for follow 

up with your physician through a more extensive exam. The sooner 

your child is seen by a physician the more likely the difficulty can 

be corrected, and any serious problems can be prevented.

Safety Alert 

If you are driving your child to and from Hynes School, 

please pay careful attention to the traffic patterns and areas 

designated for student drop-off and pick-up. 

 

The circle drive is for buses only. The entrance and exit to 

the circle drive must be kept clear so that the children can 

board and disembark safely. Keeping this area clear allows 

the buses to pull out after loading and unloading to allow the 

next bus to pull in.  

 

Student pick-up and drop-off areas are designated by 

signs. 
One area is to the southwest of the circle drive; another is to 

the west of the circle drive. In addition, you can pull around 

to the west of the gym doors and drop your child off at the 

sidewalk that leads to the front door of Hynes School. Do 

not stop and drop off students at the grass island in front 

of the school.  

 

The areas designated with bright yellow paint are no 

parking/no stopping areas.  

 

The areas are immediately in front of the building, in the 

circular drive, as well as around the grassy island by the flag 

pole. Please do not pick-up/drop-off your child in these ar-

eas.  

 

To ensure our childrenôs safety, we must insist that these 

procedures be followed. Thank you for your understanding 

and cooperation.
